The Columbia Valley produced yet another memorable vintage in 2003, remarkable for its consis-
tency and rich, ripe grapes. A warm spring gave way to a long hot summer and the skies were
bright and sunny throughout August. This, combined with good temperatures through Septem-
ber and October, gave us mature and concentrated fruit. Look for wines with plenty of fruit and

substance.
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
